Visual Elements

Photographs, graphics, videotape, on-camera talent, props.

Chroma-key: Any visual from the camera or from videotape can appear behind the talent to fill the background. Make sure that any graphics you use are aspect ratio – shaped like a TV screen, wider than they are long. Access Tucson will insert the graphics for program channels and times. 
Audio Elements

Music, Voice Over, Sound Effects or Talent. Access Tucson can select music for you, or you can bring your own on cassette or CD. You may use the Teleprompter for on-camera talent. Please refer to the guide for use.

Create your own Promo!

You can produce your own promo and submit it for the new season. Be sure that it is no more than 30 seconds in length. You may submit promos on DVCPro or S/VHS. Turn them in just as you would any program at the front desk—please indicate that it’s a promo. If you are creating a promo at Access Tucson in one of the studios, ask the Facilitator on duty for the DVCPro Promo Tape. You can record your promo and we’ll take care of turning it in for cablecast! Bring a promo in that you have produced on Mini-DV and see a Facilitator—we’ll help you transfer it to DVCPro.

The Promo Ingredients

The Content

Overall, your promo should give the viewer a good idea of what to expect if they tune in to your program. If your promo successfully describes the program content, viewers will want to know when and where to find your program. This promo uses pictures and on-camera talent to visually identify the program content. The voice-over and on-camera delivery defines some of the specifics - it’s a call in show, they'll talk about pets and viewers can be guests on the show. 

Try to design your promo so that it really represents your program. Include visual or audio elements that support your content.  If it’s there’s specific subject matter, try to bring in graphics or pictures that relate to your program. If the program host is what drives the show, they should be on-camera talent for the promotion.

The Details

Once you’ve grabbed the viewers’ interest with your promo content, the most important information will be to identify your new program time slot. This will be emphasized at the end of your promo with text on the screen; you should not have VO or on-camera talent mention this information so that your promo may be updated with new information if needed.
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
